Via Virtual Platform for Agenda Items and Non-Agenda Public Comment: When the Hearing 
Officer introduces the item (or indicates it is time for Non-Agenda Public Comment), raise your hand 
by either tapping the “Raise Your Hand” button on your computer, tablet, or Smartphone, or by
