DEFINITION:

Under general supervision, to assist in performing public and private utility rate studies and
analyses of average difficulty; and to perform related work.

* EXAMPLES OF DUTIES:

e Assists in reviewing applications of City franchised companies for rate increases;
Assists in conducting studies and analyses, and in making recommendations
pertaining to public and private utility costs and services;

Prepares reports and makes recommendations on specific phases of a project;
Assists in developing rate spreads and in proposing rate schedules and revisions;
Assists in the preparation of comprehensive rate projects and assignments;
Gives testimony before Federal and State regulatory agencies;

Prepares records and charts.
