1000 members, many who reside in Navajo; Marcela Escobar-Eck: presentation on website;
project submitted 5/3 for Community Plan Amendment to add church designation and PDP for to
allow church use and deviations (rezone not proposed, property will remain zoned SF); 900-seat
sanctuary with both fixed and non-fixed seating; California Mission-inspired design; two entry
points one with proposed intersection/traffic signal on College; deviation from 30-foot height
limit for towers and cross; 371 parking spaces in both surface and structured parking;
