The Climate Advisory Board serves as an advisory body to the Mayor and the City Council on
policies and issues related to climate, environment environmental justice, energy justice, climate
equity, sustainability, and energy policy for the City of San Diego and to assist the City in
implementing the Climate Action Plan and attaining the City's stated goals in these areas.

Resiliency Advisory Board Focus:
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The Resiliency Advisory Board serves as an advisory body to the Mayor and the City Council on
natural resource conservation, climate resiliency and adaptation, wetlands, habitat
preservation, biodiversity, and the Climate Resilient SD Plan. The Board shall develop a
cooperative and supportive atmosphere on behalf of the resiliency, open space, indigenous, and
environmental justice stakeholders and communities in relation to the City of San Diego and its
implementation of the Climate Resilient SD Plan and related activities.
