The 2022 Environment Committee Work Plan was presented at the February 2, 2022 committee meeting. The development of the Work Plan began with
the request for Committee Member priorities on December 23, 2021 and the simultaneous release of a public input survey. The Committee Members
issued their priority memoranda on January 4, 2022 and these were docketed and discussed at the January 20, 2022 Committee meeting. The public
survey was available through February 4, 2022 and received a total of 339 responses. A summary of the survey results was published with the work plan.
