Speakers for non-agenda
public comment will have 2 minutes to provide their remarks, although there will be no discussion among the committee members of the topics
addressed during non-agenda public comment.

Public comment

Members of the public will have an opportunity to comment on each agenda item following staff presentations on the item. Depending on the number
of speakers, each speaker will have 1-2 minutes to provide their remarks, which must be applicable to the item being heard. Following the conclusion of
public comment, committee members will deliberate on the item. At the discretion of the chair, organized presentations can be arranged in advance.
Instructions for providing public comment are included on the meeting agenda and are promulgated at the meeting.
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
