BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council directs the City Clerk to update the

Council Policy Manual to reflect the amended Council Policy.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that:

1) Currently recognized CPGs or any other newly-formed potential CPG must apply for

new City Council recognition under this revised policy by December 31, 2023. CPGs that apply

for City Council recognition that demonstrate a commitment to diversity and inclusion shall be

given priority for recognition;
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2) The Mayor or their designee is authorized to implement the updated policy consistent

with the policy's intended goals; and

3) The City will continue to support CPGs, including through the following:

(a) Allocating f

unds when such fund

ing is approve

d by the City C

ouncil,

(b) Maintaining a webpage outlining information and links to internal and external

resources helpful to CPGs, and

(c) The City shall make ongoing efforts to provide staffing to liaise with CPGs and to

identify and engage with non-City support groups to be resources for CPGs.
