266192 (SCR #9 & #10) — Bill Dumka (Potential Action Item)

0 First SCR deals with 2 subjects, both changes consistent with underlying zoning.

o0 Second SCR realigns Coyote Bush Dr to be a four way intersection rather than
creating two T intersections.
