Recently in Mission Valley, I had the 

great pleasure to join Mayor Kevin 

Faulconer and Councilmember Mark 

Kersey to kick-off the beginning of an 

aggressive road repair plan that will fix 

over 1,000 miles of streets in the next 

five years.  

That is more than one-third of San 

Diego’s entire road network. 

This plan is a major step in the right 

direction from when I first took office. 

In this fiscal year, which began July 1
st
, 

the city will fix more than 300 miles of 

roads. That is roughly the same distance 

as driving from San Diego to Arizona 

and back. 

The road repairs continue the promise 

made to taxpayers to reinvest money 

back into our neighborhoods. 

It is especially exciting that the first 

mile of street repairs began in District 7. 

Mission Valley is one of the most 

heavily traveled communities in San 

Diego where thousands of residents and 

tourists come to live, work, and play.
