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Man Arrested for Robbery 

 
San Diego – Yesterday, SDPD Robbery detectives placed 27-year-old Aaron McKenzie under 
arrest for robbing a 7-11 convenience store.  McKenzie was booked into County Jail. 

On March 20, 2020 at about 4:50 a.m., McKenzie entered the 7-11 located at 2920 Adrian Street in 
the Point Loma Heights neighborhood.  He displayed a handgun and robbed the clerk of over 
$200 in cash.  Robbery detectives began investigating this crime and were able to identify 
McKenzie as the suspect.  With the assistance of Western Division patrol officers and ABLE, our 
police helicopter, McKenzie was located and placed under arrest yesterday at 1 p.m.  He was 
arrested at 2300 Etiwanda Street without incident.  Detectives searched his car and the gun used 
in the robbery was recovered.  Upon inspection, the gun was actually a bb gun and is pictured 
below. 
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
